NON-CASEWORK business

a) Proposed closure of Bishop Latimer church, Birmingham: Following its draft report of
5-Mar, the Church Buildings Council's Church Buildings Officer has been invited to visit the
parish to prepare a preliminary Church Development Plan. Archdeacon Osborne to report.
Committee to NOTE.

b) Possible closure of St Matthew's with St Chad's church, Smethwick: 1t is estimated that
£200,000-worth of work is now needed to bring the church's roof and electrical system into
good order. Until this happens, the building (listed grade 2) is not felt to be safe for use. The
congregation is likely to relocate to the next-door church school. As the parish is struggling
for funds and is in an area of high economic deprivation, it may be necessary to close the
church for regular public worship. At this early stage, the Church Buildings Council has been
asked to visit and produce a report on the building. Archdeacon Osborne to report.

¢) DAC appointments after consultation with amenity societies, English Heritage and local
authorities: The Church Buildings Council has produced a new guidance note regarding the
procedure for the appointment of members after consultation with external bodies. Paper
DAC284.6.c is attached. Dr Berrow to renort. Committee to NOTE.

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d) Policy on the sale of treasures from churches: The Church Buildings Council has released
a new policy document on the disposal from churches of articles of particular historic merit.

e) English Heritage commentary on the National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF):
English Heritage has produced an overview of the new NPPF where it applies to the historic
environment.

[DAC283 MINUTE: Mrs Lloyd reported that she was familiar with the work of the sculptor and was satisfied with
the design. She noted that the pieces will be largely made of wood, with metal applied to the surface. As such, the
parish should take appropriate measures to limit the chances of theft or vandalism.

Mr Clarke observed that point 3 of the parish's Statement of Need seemed to suggest that the 'Christus Rex'
sculpture would be mounted externally on the building. The architect's drawing, however, shows that the artwork
will be hung inside the church, to be visible from the outside. He suggested that the parish produce a location plan,
in order to make the sculpture's location fully clear.

[DAC283 MINUTE: Dr Lewis reported, in writing, that the specification supplied looks generally satisfactory and that
e she had no objection to the proposed modifications to improve drainage.

Dr Lewis noted that the specification suggests a choice of roofing tiles. She commented that she would prefer the
. use of Sandtoft Bridgwater double Roman tiles. However, she suggested that any serviceable tiles should be
- retained, sorted and re-used, perhaps concentrating them on one of the roof slopes. An assessment of the scope
 for tile re-use should be made by the architect.

Dr Lewis observed that the alternative tiles referred to in the specification are concrete and, by virtue of their
thickness, colour and different weathering qualities, would change significantly the appearance of the roof. The
Sandtoft Modula Chilton Red Tile, which is of the right double Roman profile, but is machine-pressed with a smooth
finish and applied colour finish, would also look quite different to the roof of the main church and will weather
differently over time. She felt that any other than the Sandtoft Bridgwater tile will result in a visual contrast that
would detract from the aesthetic quality and significance of the church hall and so would be inappropriate for the
listed building.

Mr Hurley noted that current building regulations require that, in the event of re-roofing, new insulation is installed.
However, as the building is listed, the parish can request an exemption. As such, the parish might consider
improving insulation and should consult its local planning authority before proceeding.

Mr Bridges noted that the parish should also consult the 20th Century Society regarding their proposals, as the
Chancellor may wish to consider their opinion.

Committee RECOMMENDED the petition, provided that 1) Sandtoft Bridgwater double Roman tiles are used; 2) the
architect makes an assessment of the scope for tile re-use and reports the finds to the DAC, for its comment; 3)
the parish consult the 20th Century Society regarding their proposals.]

[DAC283 MINUTE: Dr Lewis reported, in writing, that all the works listed in the specification have received an offer
of grant from English Heritage, so she concluded that it is the parish's intention to carry them out fully. She
observed that the ironwork to be removed had provided a structural tie for the tower walls. This is now rendered
obsolete by the introduction of a new internal framework support, hence its removal and the reinstatement of the
clock.

Dr Lewis felt that the parish should supply a more detailed Method Statement justifying the choice and the laying
of the stone and the fixing of the clock. She noted that the scope of works in the specification is greater than those
detailed in the parish's petition for Faculty. As such, a new Public Notice that better reflects the proposals in the
specification should be issued by the DAC and displayed by the parish for the required period.
